Example on the details of the law:

® The Altar of Incense: Exodus 30:1-10
» Needed to be built to specifications

» Very precise way to burn incense
o How and when incense was to be burned
o What type of incense

* Defined what should not be done at the alter




What if they got it wronge ?
Leviticus 11:1-3

1 Aaron's sons Nadab and Abihu took their
censers, put fire in them and added incense;
and they offered unauthorized fire before the
LORD, contrary to his command. 2 So fire came
out from the presence of the LORD and
consumed them, and they died before the
LORD. 3 Moses then said to Aaron, "This is
what the LORD spoke of when he said:

"'Among those who approach me
| will show myself holy;
In the sight of all the people
| will be honored.""
Aaron remained silent.

Hebrews 7:1-3

nis Melchizedek was king of Salem and
oriest of God Most High. He met Abraham
returning from the defeat of the kings and
plessed him, 2and Abraham gave him a
tenth of everything. First, his name means
"king of righteousness"; then also, "king of
Salem" means "king of peace." SWithout
father or mother, without genealogy,
without beginning of days or end of life,
like the Son of God he remains a priest
forever.

Melchizedek was a king, as Is Jesus

That he was king of righteousness: as Is
Jesus

He was king of Salem, that is, king of
neace; as Is Jesus.

He was priest of the most high God, as is
Jesus;

He was without father, without mother,
without descent, having neither
beginning of days nor end of life, as Is
Jesus (as human without father, as God
without mother)




Jesus Like Melchizedek:

H|f perfection could have been attained through
the Levitical priesthood (for on the basis of it the
law was given to the people), why was there still
need for another priest to come—one Iin the
order of Melchizedek, not in the order of Aaron?
12For when there is a change of the priesthood,
there must also be a change of the law. 13He of
whom these things are said belonged to a
different tribe, and no one from that tribe has
ever served at the altar.

A better Hope and Covenant:
Hebrews 7:18 d 22

18The former regulation is set aside because it
was weak and useless 9(for the law made
nothing perfect), and a better hope is
Introduced, by which we draw near to God.

Permanent Priesthood:
Hebrews 7:23 0 28

23Now there have been many of those priests,
since death prevented them from continuing
in office; *but because Jesus lives forever,
he has a permanent priesthood. °Therefore
he Is able to save completely those who
come to God through him, because he
always lives to intercede for them.



Permanent Priesthood:
Hebrews 7:23 0 28

26Such a high priest meets our need—one who is
holy, blameless, pure, set apart from sinners,
exalted above the heavens. 2’Unlike the other
high priests, he does not need to offer sacrifices
day after day, first for his own sins, and then for
the sins of the people. He sacrificed for their sins
once for all when he offered himself. 28For the
law appoints as high priests men who are weak;
but the oath, which came after the law,
appointed the Son, who has been made perfect
forever.



What we see in this passage:

Jesus Is able to save completely and is always
Interceding for us - Hebrews 7:25

Only a holy, blameless, pure, set apart from
sinner, exalted above the heavens priest could
meet our needs — Hebrews 7:25

Sacrifices for the sins of the priest no longer
needed — Hebrews 7:27

Jesus was appointed to seal the new oath and
IS perfect forever — Hebrews 7:28



Priest of the New Covenant:
Hebrews 8:1 0 6

1The point of what we are saying is this:
We do have such a high priest, who sat
down at the right hand of the throne of
the Majesty in heaven, “and who serves
In the sanctuary, the true tabernacle set
up by the Lord, not by man.



Priest of the New Covenant:
Hebrews 8:1 0 6

SEvery high priest is appointed to offer
both gifts and sacrifices, and so it was
necessary for this one also to have
something to offer. 4If he were on earth,
he would not be a priest, for there are
already men who offer the gifts
prescribed by the law.



Priest of the New Covenant:
Hebrews 8:1 0 6

°They serve at a sanctuary that is a copy and
shadow of what is in heaven. This is why
Moses was warned when he was about to
build the tabernacle: "See to it that you make
everything according to the pattern shown
you on t he?®Boithemiisay n . |
Jesus has received Is as superior to theirs as
the covenant of which he is mediator Is
superior to the old one, and it is founded on
better promises.



What we see In this passage:

We do have a high priest sitting at the
right hand of God the Father: Hebrews
8:1

Jesus sits In the true tabernacle:
Hebrews 8:2-5

The New Covenant is superior to the old
one and it has a superior mediator,
Christ. Hebrews 8.6
