The writer of Hebrews applies this text to Jesus:

Hebrews 2:10 In bringing many sons to glory, it was fitting that God, for whom 

and through whom everything exists, should make the author of their salvation 

perfect through suffering. Both the one who makes men holy and those who are 

made holy are of the same family. So Jesus is not ashamed to call them 

brothers. 

He says: "I will declare your name to my brothers; in the presence of the 

congregation I will sing your praises." And again, "I will put my trust in him." 

And again he says, "Here am I, and the children God has given me.” Since the 

children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so that by his 

death he might destroy him who holds the power of death—that is, the devil—

and free those who all their lives were held in slavery by their fear of death. For 

surely it is not angels he helps, but Abraham's descendants. For this reason he 

had to be made like his brothers in every way, in order that he might become a 

merciful and faithful high priest in service to God, and that he might make 

atonement for the sins of the people. Because he himself suffered when he was 

tempted, he is able to help those who are being tempted.
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1 My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? 

Why are you so far from saving me, 

so far from the words of my groaning?

7 All who see me mock me; 

they hurl insults, shaking their heads: 

8 "He trusts in the LORD;

- Both the creating work of God and the evil work of man are 

reflected in this “he has done it”

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Promises fulfilled:

28In IBC we have a foretaste of this; in the Bible readings we heard 

languages from “the ends of the earth”

Not only the spread of the Gospel over the 

world to all nations is promised, but also in 

time: Generation after generation has heard 

and passed on the gospel

The fact that you now hear this 

message is proof of this... 
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"This is what the LORD Almighty says: 'In a 

little while I will once more shake the heavens 

and the earth, the sea and the dry land. 

I will shake all nations, 

and the desired of all nations will come

and I will fill this house with glory,' says the 

LORD Almighty.
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Hebrews 9:11 Then Christ came as high 

priest of the good things that are already here, 

he went through the greater and more perfect 

tabernacle that is not man-made, that is to 

say, not a part of this creation. 

He did not enter by means of the blood of 

goats and calves; but he entered the Most 

Holy Place once for all by his own blood, 

having obtained eternal redemption. 

The blood of goats and bulls and the ashes of 

a heifer sprinkled on those who are 

ceremonially unclean sanctify them so that 

they are outwardly clean. 
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14How much more, then, will the blood of 

Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered 

himself unblemished to God, cleanse our 

consciences from acts that lead to death, so 

that we may serve the living God! 

15For this reason Christ is the mediator of a 

new covenant, that those who are called may 

receive the promised eternal inheritance—now 

that he has died as a ransom to set them free 

from the sins committed under the first 

covenant.
