Cherubim
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2 Sam 6:2

ñHe and all his men set out from Baalah of Judah to 

bring up from there the ark of God, which is called by 

the Name, the name of the LORD Almighty, who is 

enthroned between the cherubim that are on the ark.ò

Ps 99:1

ñThe LORD reigns, 

let the nations tremble; 

he sits enthroned between the cherubim, 

let the earth shake.ò
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The curtain is there to keep people out.

Leviticus 16:1-2

ñThe LORD spoke to Moses after the death of the 

two sons of Aaron who died when they 

approached the LORD. The LORD said to Moses: 

óTell your brother Aaron not to come whenever he 

chooses into the Most Holy Place behind the 

curtain in front of the atonement cover on the ark, 

or else he will die, because I appear in the cloud 

over the atonement cover.ô ò

The Day of Atonement
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Leviticus 16:29-31, 34

ñThis is to be a lasting ordinance for you: On 

the tenth day of the seventh month you must 

deny yourselves and not do any work...because 

on this day atonement will be made for you, to 

cleanse you. Then, before the LORD, you will 

be clean from all your sins.ò

ñThis is to be a lasting ordinance for you: 

Atonement is to be made once a year for all the 

sins of the Israelites.ò

Once A Year
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The limits of the old way

We just covered Hebrews 9:1-7

The way into the Most Holy Place had not yet 

been disclosed (verse 8)

Hebrews 9:9

ñThis is an illustration for the present time, 

indicating that the gifts and sacrifices being 

offered were not able to clear the conscience of 

the worshiper.ò

A Permanent Solution
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Our high priest offers himself!

Hebrews 9:24

ñFor Christ did not enter a man-made sanctuary 

that was only a copy of the true one; he entered 

heaven itself, now to appear for us in God's 

presence.ò

Hebrews 9:12

ñHe did not enter by means of the blood of 

goats and calves; but he entered the Most Holy 

Place once for all by his own blood...ò

A Permanent Solution
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Hebrews 10:12-14

ñBut when this priest had offered for all time one 

sacrifice for sins, he sat down at the right hand 

of God. Since that time he waits for his enemies 

to be made his footstool, because by one 

sacrifice he has made perfect forever those who 

are being made holy.ò

Hebrews 10:18

ñAnd where these have been forgiven, there is 

no longer any sacrifice for sin.ò
